The meeting was called to order by President Putney approximately 10:05 a.m.  He asked if anyone would like the minutes to the previous meeting be read. Grace Meyers second the motion and the minutes were approved.

Everett thanked Steve Griffith for mowing the grass on one side of the airstrip.  It looks very nice.  He mentioned the grass cutter received from Otero County has a bad gear box seal and the gear box is at the repair shop.  It will cost a couple of hundred dollars to repair it.  Betty Phillips made a motion to pay the repair bill up to $200.00.  Charles Bain second the motion and it passed.
Everett appointed Gwen Adams Chairperson of a new sub-committee and asked Gwen to explain the sub-committee approved by the Community Action Team this morning.  Gwen advised a group of people in the community recently met to discuss concerns and rumors floating in the community.  She read a handout from the community information group and advised the group wanted to be part of the Timberon Development Council.  The group would act as an information gathering source to report to the community.  Everett advised the sub-committee would be called “REAP”, Research, Evaluate, Assure and Present.  
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Jesse Duckett advised if someone would develop a format to present questions he would publish it in the news paper.  Gwen advised there is a meeting on June 16th at 5:30pm to discuss several items.  Betty Phillips made a motion to establish a sub-committee called REAP to receive questions and research the facts.  Jesse second the motion  There was discussion on the motion and concerns expressed why we need or don’t need  the sub-committee.  Roger read the mission statement of TDC and suggested TDC will be a place to ask questions, the questions would be researched and facts to the questions would be published.  After a lot of discussion, the original motion was removed.  Betty Phillips made a new motion for TDC to have a research committee called REAP to follow up on questions presented from the community.  Jesse Duckett second the motion and it passed.  Gwen Adams will chair REAP.

Richard Rodriquez gave an update on the cleaning of the lakes at the lodge since the chairperson of Parks and Recreation, Becky Lynch was not at the meeting.  There is still a lot of work to do.  There was discussion as to which lake should be bentonite since the upper lake was also leaking water.  Bill Gideon advised there has been discussion to make a picnic area by the lake.  Trees still need to be cleared but the slash pits are getting full.  Everett thanked those who gave their time to rake the pine needles around the community lodge.
Parade Committee report was given by Nellie Spence in the absence of chairperson, Eva Tannehill.  The next meeting will be held at 2:00pm on June 16th.  There will be floats and several venders along with a dance on Saturday night July 2nd.  The Air Force fly over formation has been canceled.  The new road ribbon ceremony has been postponed until Labor Day.  It was suggested Timberon make this a special day with a picnic etc.
Everett advised four students will be attending the Forestry Camp in Cuba, New Mexico and Shantel will provide transportation to and from the camp.  Shantel has been given an advance to pay for gasoline and motel expense.  
Jackie Fioretti read the three property bids on the donated property on Itasca Drive, Bronco Drive, and Canyon Road.  Charlie Bain made a motion to accept the bids as read.  Roger O’Dell second the motion and it passed.  Larry Hanson suggested there should be an auction on future bids and let the auction establish the value of the property.  It was also mentioned to advertise the property in the Mountain Times and put the bids on ebay.

Everett introduced Roger Allen, our TDC Forestry Technician who inspects property thinned in Timberon under our tree thinning grant.  Roger explained in detail what type of inspection he does and he attended a restoration work shop in April, 2005.  Rural Economic Development Thinning is going to affect the water shed.  He explained defensible space and what you should do to keep the area around your house fire safe.  Raking too much can cause erosion and you should rake every two years.  A meeting will be held at !:00 pm today in the lodge to investigate the feasibility of an agricultural coop for the biomass from tree thinning.  
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Jackie Fioretti gave Fire Chief, Arden Schug a property description for the possibility of a future Sub Fire Station.  He will check it out and let TDC know if we should hold it for the Volunteer Fire Department.    
Everett advised there will be a meeting in Mayhill on June 26th to discuss water and asked Bill Gideon if he would attend.  TWSD will be represented at this meeting.  
A motion was made by Betty Phillips and second by Grace Meyers to adjourn.  The motion passed.  The meeting adjourned approximately 11:48 a.m.  The next meeting will be Saturday, July 9th at 10:00 a.m. in the Timberon Community Center.  Copies of the minutes are available at the meetings.  We encourage you to attend and give us your input.  Meeting notices are posted at several locations in the community.  These are public meetings and everyone is invited to attend.
