The meeting was called to order by President Putney approximately 1:30 p.m..  He asked if anyone would like the minutes to the previous meeting be read.  Fran Trendler made a motion to accept the minutes as submitted.  BF Adams second the motion and the minutes were approved.

Betty Phillips gave the Treasurer’s report.  Jackie Fioretti made a motion to accept the Treasurer’s report and BF Adams second the motion.  The Treasurer’s report was approved.  Fran Trendler made a motion to pay our bills which included diesel, office supplies, plaques for road dedication and Gwen Adams second the motion which was passed.

Gwen Adams gave a report on the proposed bulletin board to post activities and events in the community.  She advised the board would be 6 ft. wide and 4 ft. high.  Bill Daniels will donate some of the wood and Paul Goss will donate his time to build it.  After discussing the proposed cost, Betty Phillips made a motion to spend a maximum of $250.00 for the bulletin board.  Arden Schug second the motion and it passed.
There is a problem with the drapes.  Apparently they are too short, the nap runs the wrong way on some of them and there are not enough rings for them to hang properly.  After discussing the possible solutions, Betty Phillips made a motion to purchase enough rings for the drapes to hang properly.  Fran Trendler second the motion and it passed.  Jackie will take the drapes and have them corrected.
Everett advised he and Jackie will attend the Airport Manager’s Conference next week in Taos, New Mexico.  Prior to meeting with the New Mexico State Aviation concerning our list of want items, Everett received a bid from Mesa Verde for $780,000 to asphalt the runway and $430,000 to Chip and Seal it.  State Aviation advised they would provide two windsocks at no cost if we would request them in a letter.  If we needed the frame, it would cost $42.00 plus the tax.  State Aviation said they did not have the funds to asphalt or chip & 
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seal the airstrip.  They advised us to solicit Forest Service support and complete an engineering study.  Otero County has received $125,000 from the State and another 
$50,000 for an engineering study.

Rick Merrick advised we should look into the cost of a radio for the airstrip.  He would operate and maintain it at the restaurant.  He has one pilot who frequently fly’s in for breakfast on Saturday mornings.  There was discussion on the radio, giving out weather conditions and liability and attend classes to learn the jargon etc.  It was decided to

investigate this more thoroughly and discuss it in the future.

Everett spoke with the Vice President of Delhur to see about obtaining gravel for Timberon.  He was told they have lost money on the road job and will have plenty of write offs for a while therefore, there isn’t any gravel available.

Everett advised he will be taking photographs within Timberon for a brochure in the future.  He thanked Steve Griffith for mowing the airstrip and tie down area.  He thanked Steve and Dwight Haisley for volunteering their time to pick up rocks along the West side of the airstrip  It looks very nice!  He mentioned we had 6 property owners request information on donating their property to the Timberon Development Council and these packets have been mailed.

REAP Committee:  Gwen asked if anyone would be willing to go to the County Commissioners Meeting about the condition of the county roads?  Everett spoke with Bill Lee Parker, Superintendent of Roads, concerning a schedule for grading the Timberon 

county roads.  Bill advised it was very difficult to have a schedule for 300 miles of road due to weather etc.  The process of getting on the County Commisioneer’s meeting agenda was discussed. It was mentioned the roads need more than just grading, material is needed.  It was advised the Forest Service pays Otero County to maintain the roads.      
Joan Schug advised she was here as a citizen and not a representative from the Timberon Water & Sanitation District.  She advised one of our property owners son and 79 other sailors aboard the USS Thomas Gates ship lost everything during the Katrina disaster.  To date 15 boxes of clothes and $200.00 has been sent to help.  The postage was paid by the Timberon Lions Club, the Timberon Masons and the Timberon Development Council.  She advised clothing, children’s clothing, and toys are needed as well as cash.
BF Adams advised Bob Williams, former resident of Timberon, fell off his roof and broke both feet.  He will be in a wheel chair for 6 to 8 weeks.  He didn’t have insurance and has spent almost all of his savings on medical bills.  The church is taking donations to help and a money jar is located in the restaurant for those who would like to donate.
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Jackie advised, according to the by-laws, nominations will be received at the October meeting for President, Vice President, Secretary and Treasurer of the Timberon Development Council and these nominations will be voted on at the November meeting.
A motion was made by Betty Phillips and second by Joan Schug to adjourn.  The motion passed.  The meeting adjourned approximately 2:55 p.m.  The next meeting will be Saturday, October 8th at 10:00 a.m. in the Timberon Community Center.  Copies of the minutes are available at the meetings.  We encourage you to attend and give us your input.  Meeting notices are posted at several locations in the community.  These are public meetings and everyone is invited to attend.
