The meeting was called to order by President Putney approximately 10:05 a.m..  He asked 
if anyone would like the minutes to the previous meeting be read.  Jackie Fioretti advised 

she failed to change the dates on the Treasurer’s report from the previous meeting.  Betty Phillips made a motion to accept the corrected minutes.  Gwen Adams second the motion 
and the minutes were approved.

Betty Phillips gave the Treasurer’s report.  Roger O’Dell made a motion to accept the Treasurer’s report and Gwen Adams second the motion.  The Treasurer’s report was approved.  Jackie Fioretti made a motion to pay our bills which totaled $1, 250.27 and included 2004 Income Tax preparation, office supplies, curtain rings, LD calling card, internet service, supplies for community bulletin board, and 2005 property taxes.  Betty Phillips second the motion which was passed.

Jackie Fioretti made a presentation to the council as follows:  She and Everett have been paying the utility bills etc. for the TDC Office for the last several years.  Their CPA advised TDC should pay a monthly rent and then we could donate that amount back to TDC which would allow Jackie and Everett to show the office as a rental on their income tax.  Jackie suggested a monthly rent of $100 and pay it semi-annually.  Roger O’Dell made a motion for TDC to pay Jackie and Everett a monthly rent of $100 to be paid semi-annually starting in January 2006.  The motion was second by Carlene Bompart and the motion passed.

Everett reported the next tree thinning grant has been approved and we have been trying to get a status report from Barbara Luna.  He and Jackie will be attending an annual RC&D meeting in Alto, NM on November 29th and will possibly see Barbara at that meeting.
A letter was sent to the Otero County Commissioners on October 13th concerning the condition & improvements of county roads within Timberon and a chip and seal finish for the Timberon airstrip.  Everett and Jackie will attend the Commissioners meeting on November 29th to discuss these issues. He answered a question on the longevity of a chip & seal surface and an asphalt surface.
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A grant has been received from BLM (Bureau of Land Management) in the amount of $30,000.00 to thin parks within Timberon.  Otero County owns the parks and a letter will be sent to the County Commissioners requesting their approval to thin the parks.  Once approval has been received, we will call a meeting with the wood cutters to discuss the thinning of the Mary Glover Park.  Plans are to provide walking paths, picnic tables etc. in the park.  Ryan Whitaker was in Timberon this week to measure the park.  Ryan advised BLM has finished thinning 600 acres for the fuel break and they will have a control burn when the conditions are right.  The military paid for this job.

Everett advised as of this date, under the 2003-2004 tree thinning grant, 115 property owners have taken advantage of the grant and 170 acres have been thinned.  He read an e-mail received from Frank Martinez, District Ranger with the Forest Service concerning partnering with them on two projects along the new Sacramento River Road.  At this time, we are not sure if the Forest Service is looking for labor or money from Timberon on this proposal.  There will be more on this later.

Rick Merrick read the minutes for the Parade Committee written by Fran Trendler.  The enclosed handout was passed out in order to solicit ideas for an Independence Day Celebration and /or a special events day in Timberon.  The next meeting will be held on January 5th at 2:00 pm in the community lodge.  We encourage everyone to attend and give your input what you would like to have in Timberon.

Jackie Fioretti gave an update on the drapes.  Adel Montes was in Timberon after the last meeting and measured the windows.  She will correct the length of the drapes and the direction of the nap on the material.  It will cost $1,066.36 for additional drapery rings and labor.  Jackie told Adel to forget the additional rings, just correct the mistakes and we will sew the rings on the drapes.  Additional rings were purchased on sale for $112.30 at Bed Bath & Beyond.     

Rick Merrick has volunteered to represent the Timberon Development Council at the monthly REDTT (Rural Economic Development Through Tourism) meetings in Alamogordo.  Everett and Jackie will attend with him as their schedule permits.

Everett advised he received a call from a Timberon property owner who wants to donate her property to TDC.  She has not paid her water standby fees of $461.00.  After discussion, it was agreed TDC would not pay the standby fees since the property, as of this date, has not been donated. 
Gwen Adams thanked Bill Daniels for donating the wood for the community bulletin board.  BF Adams, Larry Hanson and Paul Goss for their time and labor.  Everett said the bulletin board was very nice and a real asset for the community.  BF said he would post a calendar of events for the next month.
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Betty Phillips advised there will be a meeting concerning the community transportation van on Friday, November 18th at 11:00 am in the community lodge.  For more information call 1-888-576-3022.
The following Officers were voted by acclamation to serve for 2006:  Everett Putney, President, Roger O’Dell, Vice President, Jackie Fioretti, Secretary and Betty Phillips, Treasurer.

Sid Benson, TWSD Board Member advised elections for new board members will be held on Januarty 6th.  He requested support to serve again.  He has quit driving the community transportation van.  He advised the New Mexico Constitution cannot be over written by a statute and advised you must be a Timberon resident to vote in the election.
Rick Merrick advised he will be the Fire Sub-Station Chairman.  He is looking at building design costs, wish list, etc. in order to file a grant in the near future.
Jackie Fioretti made a motion, due to the Holidays and busy schedule, to cancel the December meeting and instruct the Treasurer to pay the December bills.  The motion was second by BF Adams and it passed.

A motion was made by Betty Phillips and second by Carlene Bompart to adjourn.  The motion passed.  The meeting adjourned approximately 11:45 p.m.  The next meeting will be Saturday, January 14th at 10:00 a.m. in the Timberon Community Center.  Copies of the minutes are available at the meetings.  We encourage you to attend and give us your input.  Meeting notices are posted at several locations in the community.  These are public meetings and everyone is invited to attend.
