A motion was made by Betty Phillips to forego the reading of the minutes, the motion was seconded by Peggy Goss.  Minutes were approved.

Betty Phillips gave the Treasurer’s report.  Sid Benson made a motion to accept the Treasurer’s report and Paul Goss seconded the motion.  The Treasurer’s report was accepted.  Betty Phillips presented the bills for the month – including reimbursements and supplies.  Sid Benson made a motion to pay the bills and Betty Phillips seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

Betty Phillips reported that Jackie and Everett had transferred funds, voted on in the December 2005 meeting, from the checking - $30,000 to a CD and $26,000 to a Money Market.  It was noted that the transfer of $26,000 left the council with little or no operating funds, so the transfer was adjusted to $11,000 only, (to be reflected on the February Treasurer’s Report).  
Fran Trendler gave an update on the properties donated to the Council, a result of the notices sent out for the thinning program.  A list of 11 properties will be emailed on the 14th of February to all interested parties.  Those expressing a desire to receive a copy were added to the bidders list.
A note from Jackie Fioretti was read, stating the county approval is pending to begin the thinning and improvements to the Mary Glover Park.  The county is requesting a brief description of the planned trail and improvements along with a map.  

Due to the absence of BF and Gwen Adams a report from the REAP Committee was not available.

Rick Merrick gave a report on his meeting with the Rural Economic Development through Tourism (REDTT) group.  He has been talking with the organizers of the Gold Wing Rally being held in Alamogordo Sept. 29th through Oct 1st to have Timberon to be included as one of the sites for the tour to visit.  He also noted that Alamogordo is having a Film Fest,  February 23, 2006.
As chairman of the Independence Day activities, Rick gave a brief report on the activities of the committee.  The theme for this year’s event will be the 1890’s.  Residents and participants will be requested to dress in a period costume, there will be activities sponsored throughout the day, with music, food, arts and crafts, games, contests, yard art auction, bingo and a dance.  
Bill Gideon gave a report to the group on the status of the court hearing held February 8, 2006 in Las Cruces.  He said, “ the outcomes were not a surprise, there was to be a 10 day interval to allow the lawyers to submit briefs to the judge regarding the start date of the 10 mil levy.” Bill will continue to provide the group with updates as they become available.  

Fran Trendler gave a report on the status of the new NM Wildland Urban Interface Grant.  A start date is anticipated in the near future.  Thanks were given to Don Coburn, Peggy Goss, Gwen Adams and Sue Haisley for helping with a mail out to sections T15, T14 and the Sacramento Ranches Units, for a total of 592 pieces of mail.
The Council has requested a Memorandum of Agreement with the Timberon Water and Sanitation District for the express use of the dry lake on the back nine of the golf course.  This agreement will be presented at the next meeting of the District.  It will be a no cost agreement for the sole purpose of the grinding of slash generated by the thinning contractors and the byproduct being left for the use of the community or district as they see fit.  The grindings can be useful in erosion control, garden paths, or animal bedding.  At the end of the grant, the Council will manicure and reseed the area.  
Otero County is considering the loan of an incinerator to Timberon to help in the management of slash and tree thinning materials.  This project will continue to be pursued.  All avenues are being considered to help alleviate the fire danger.  

A motion was made by Sid Benson to adjourn.  The motion was seconded and the meeting adjourned at 11:00 am.  The next meeting of the Timberon Development Council will be held on March 11, 2006 at 10:00 am in the Lodge Annex.  Copies of the minutes are available at the meetings.
