“Project Graduation” was in the Mountain Times Newspaper which Everett read.  There will be graduation activities and prizes for the Cloudcroft Seniors to ensure a drug and alcohol-free celebration.  Jackie Fioretti made a motion to donate $100.  Roger O’Dell seconded the motion and amended it to donate $200.  Bill Daniels seconded the amendment.  The motion passed.  Roger and Bill each donated $50.00 to TDC for this project and we thank them for their generous donation.

We received a bid on several pieces of property which have been donated to TDC.  The Community Action Team recommended we accept the bid.  Larry Hanson made a motion and Rick Merrick seconded it to accept the bid which was approved.  After discussion, Roger O’Dell made a motion and Larry Hanson seconded it that all future bids will be reduced 25% each quarter on the remaining balance down to one year.  The motion passed.
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Everett talked about the BLM Grant to thin the Mary Glover Park.  Ryan Whitaker with BLM was in Timberon on Thursday and several of the tree cutting contractors walked the park with Ryan and Everett.  BLM (Bureau of Land Management) will loan us a chipper for this project and the chips will be spread on the walking paths in the park.  The meadows will be clear cut and BLM will mark the park for cutting.  The possibility of an incinerator on loan from Otero County was discussed.  Jackie and Everett will attend the Otero County Commissioner’s meeting on March 14th in Alamogordo.  Approval to start the project should be given at this meeting.
The improvements on the county roads that are school bus routes were discussed.  A letter of thanks will be sent to the county in the near future.  The air strip will be chipped and sealed by the county as soon as the weather permits.

REDTT - Rick Merrick introduced George Pintar, Program Coordinator for Otero County and advised REDTT (Rural Economic Development Through Tourism) meets the 4th Thursday of each month in Alamogordo.  His update included a Roswell Showcase on March 28th & 29th at the Roswell Convention Center.  The Alamogordo Chamber of Commerce will have a wall of photos from the area which would include Timberon.  We need to get them the photos.  George Pintar advised REDTT will help with the July 4th Banner, developing a brochure, advertise events and be a support system for the area.  There is $3,000 in the budget for Otero County.  Jackie Fioretti made a motion and Sid Benson seconded it to pay the REDTT registration fee of $80.00 and expenses of lodging, meals and mileage not to exceed $500.00 for Rick Merrick to attend the REDTT Annual Conference in Rio Rancho, New Mexico.  The motion passed.

July 4th Event – Rick advised there will be a meeting at 1:00pm today in the lodge. Representatives from the “Six Guns and Shady Ladies” organization will be there for a fun meeting.  Joy Odem said the committee needed $75.00 for postage and envelopes.  Jackie advised we do not have a petty cash fund and receipts will have to be submitted for reimbursement.  Bill Daniels made a motion and Paul Goss seconded it to purchase the postage and envelopes.  The motion passed.    Rick talked about possible plans for the event.  The Church is sponsoring a free watermelon spitting contest.  The Extension Club is sponsoring sack races and making a quilt to raffle.  Sid Benson is in charge of “Casino Night”.  Larry Woods is in charge of skits.  The Volunteer Fire Department will have their “Pancake Breakfast”.  The Lions Club will have “Bingo”.  There will be music for the day and the “Timberwolf” band will play Saturday night.  Venders can get their “Day Permit Application” from Rick.    “Timberon Pete” is our logo.  Fort Bliss and Holloman will also be invited to attend the event.
