Bills submitted for June meeting totaled $245.68 which included $15.48 reimbursement Everett Putney,
$39.00 for Postage to mail minutes, $113.00 Arthur J. Gallagher & Co. for balance on airport insurance, 
$23.40 reimbursement Jean Gray and $54.80 reimbursement Freddie De La Cruz.  Scott Millar made a 
motion to pay our bills.  The motion was seconded by Donna Millar and it passed.
Everett read a contract from the Otero County Attorney on thinning the Mary Glover Park.  He received 
two bids from Rogers & Belding Insurance Agency on liability coverage while working on this project.  
Roger O’Dell made a motion for Everett to sign the contract after any questions have been answered.  
Larry Hanson seconded the motion and it was approved.

Thinning on the east side of the airport runway will start within the next couple of weeks.  Larry 
Hanson mentioned we should send a letter to all airport property owners to keep them informed and 
especially since there have been new ownerships since the last mailing.  Everett said he would send a letter 
this next week.  
Everett presented an estimate of $381.00 for proposed signs at the dry lake.  Proposed signs are: “Free 
Chips Help Yourself”, “No Dumping Of Building Materials”, “No Logs Longer Than 6 ft. and No More 
Than 6 Inches In Diameter”, and “Dump Building Materials In Designated Dumpster”.  The signs will be 
Made of 3 mil thick corrugated plastic.  Bill Daniels asked if there are any options where to take the 
larger trees?  This is a problem.  Fran Trendler said the tree thinning grant allows for the large trees to be 
cut, stacked and left on the property.
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The proposed weather station was discussed.  Everett has received information on another system with the 
same basic equipment but a higher price tag.  Present costs range from $900 to $3,800.  He also mentioned 
he has looked into what it would cost for a fence around the system for security.  During the discussion, it 
was mentioned whatever system we get, we should have an operating system of Windows XP or higher.  
Roger O’Dell made a motion for Everett to accept and purchase the system after the details have been 
worked out.  Gwen Adams seconded the motion and it was approved.  B.F. Adams mentioned he has spoken 
to Larry Rice, Head Meteorologist at Channel 4 concerning the proposed new weather station.
Sid Benson gave an update on the proposed brochure for Timberon.  He is waiting on a few more pictures 
from Jean Gray.  The brochure will contain a brief history submitted by Jesse Duckett, a map showing how 
to get here, and a new Timberon LOGO.  Space will be left for Timberon Business’s advertisement.  It 
was mentioned that it should include the services Timberon Business’s can provide.  Bill Reader asked 
what obstacles would we encounter to invite large business into Timberon?  Everett advised he has spoken 
to Holiday Inn Express and they ask questions like how many people are in the community, how many 
events do we have each year etc.  They look at a five million investment with 140 guest rooms.  He was 
referred to their smaller division that looks at 30-40 guest rooms.  It was suggested we have a committee to 
look into the commercial aspect of the community.  This would include the State’s Star Gazing concept.  
The following were appointed to the committee:  Bill Reader, Glenda Gentry and Bill Daniels.
Everett read a note of Thanks from the Cloudcroft 2006 Project Graduation Committee thanking the 
Timberon Development Council for their donation.  The graduation party was a huge success.

Fire Chief, Arden Schug said the fire restrictions are still in place.  There was discussion on putting a sign at 
the entrance to the community so people coming into Timberon would know what the fire conditions are.  

Rick Merrick gave an update on the upcoming “Ole Time Jamboree”  that will be held in Timberon the 
first weekend in July.  The committee meets the first Thursday of each month.  The schedule of events will 
be finished next Thursday.  The day will start with the “EMT” benefit pancake breakfast, different bands 
start playing around 10am or 11am.  The “Southern Bells” from Alamogordo will be here and there will be 
a silent auction.  Items for the silent auction will be on display in the “Timberon Lodge Restaurant” 
starting June 23rd.  Freddie De La Cruz and his crew is working on the walls and several business’s have 
bought advertisement which will be on the wall.  Saturday Bingo will start at 4:00pm and the dance in the 
lodge will start at 7:30pm.  Dress Western!  Joy Odem advised there is an 1890”s Costume Contest that will 
be judged by Frank Bullard and Dave Ayers.  She also reported there are eight paid booths.  B.F. Adams 
invited everyone to the Timberon Chapel on Sunday morning.  RoyceYawn & Family will sing. 
Everett acknowledged those present who are running for the Timberon Water and Sanitation District Board 
of Directors and gave them an opportunity to speak.  Those present were Bill Gideon, Scott Millar, 
Glenda Gentry and Betty Phillips.

The Community Lodge building exterior was discussed.  Everett advised he received a bid of $11,500 to 
corn blast the exterior which is presently sealed with varnish or lacquer.  B.F. Adams and Larry Hanson 
said they each have a water blaster and they agreed to try them on the building before any decision is 
made.  Bill Reader also explained a chemical process is available.  Gwen Adams reminded everyone 
the caulking repairs need to be completed prior to the maintenance on the exterior.  
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Bill Daniels advised we are proficient at writing grants for tree thinning but we need to consider hiring 
a professional grant writer to write grants for things within the community we would like to accomplish.   
Fran advised there is a follow up “Roundtable Meeting” at 1:00pm today in the lodge where this could 
be addressed. 
Arden Schug advised there will be on the next TWSD meeting agenda an item to discuss contacting 
Connie Zipperer to apply for a grant to seal our lakes and contact Gilbert Quintana to apply for a grant to 
repair the swimming pool. 
Rick Merrick suggested if the 26 mil is reduced that TWSD is receiving, we should help by giving money 
back to the District as a donation.  B.F. Adams advised there are candidates running for the TWSD board 
who are in need of funds for their campaign and if there are candidates you support, consider giving 
them a donation.
Betty Phillips made a motion to adjourn and Fran Trendler seconded the mortion which was approved.  
The next meeting will be held on July 8, 2006 at 10:00am in the Community Lodge.  These are open 
meetings and everyone is invited to attend.  The meeting adjourned at 11:28am.
