A motion was made by 
Betty Phillips and seconded by Gwen Adams to accept the minutes as corrected, the motion passed.

A motion was made by Fran Trendler to accept the Treasurer’s
report as given, B.F. Adams seconded the motion and it was approved.

Bills submitted for July meeting totaled $1,030.91 which included $380.91 reimbursement Everett Putney 

for signs at the dry lake, $300.00 each to Jackie Fioretti and Everett Putney for TDC rent July thru December, and $50.00 for the annual NM Airport Association dues.  Gwen Adams made a motion to pay our bills.  The motion was seconded by Bill Daniels and it passed.
Airport update – Everett advised the trees on the east side of the airstrip will be clear cut back to 95ft from the property line at the side closest to the runway.  The trees will be chipped and scattered in place.  All property owners on record at the county were notified by letter.  It was mentioned Homeland Security has been to Timberon asking questions.  Everett met with Ray Backstrom, Otero County Assistant Administrator on Thursday to discuss the weather station.  The County requires three bids.  We can submit our recommendation and the county will get two more bids.  BF Adams advised he sent an e-mail to weathernet.com but has not received a response from them.
The REAP Committee had nothing to report for this month.  “Ole Time Jamboree Committee” – Rick Merrick gave a report and extended his thanks to all who worked to make it a successful event.  Financially everyone did well.  The Timberon organizations worked together and everyone had a lot of fun.  The musicians were great!  He thanked Joy Odem for being Treasurer.  There will be a critique meeting shortly to discuss improvements etc. and start planning for next year.  
Fire Chief Arden Schug gave a report on the fire restictions.  The State has lifted their fire restrictions but Otero County has not.  A Commissioner’s special meeting will be held on July 18th to discuss the fire dangers.  With the recent rain, Timberon will request burning of the slash pits prior to July 18th.  The burning of the first pit will be easy but the second one will be a problem.  The dry lake is a problem.  Jesse’s chipping has stopped until the chipper belt can be fixed.  Everett presented the signs which will be placed at the dry lake.  It was mentioned a front end loader is needed at the dry lake to load the chips for anyone who wants them.
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There was discussion on the lodge exterior.  BF Adams advised he tried his pressure sprayer and it didn’t work.  Everett received a quote for corn blasting and it would cost approximately $11,500.00.  Bill Reader advised us that you could use a phosphoric acid and butyl solution to strip the exterior walls.  This would cost approximately $22-$24 per quart.  Larry Hanson advised the back doesn’t need to be stripped.  Using 80grit sandpaper was also discussed.  It was mentioned it cost $1,200 to sandblast a dumpster.  A decision has not been made on this.
TWSD Board Election – It was advised the election will take place on July 18th as long as the appeal gets dismissed before that date.  The appeal dismissal must be in writing.
An appreciation dinner for those who worked on the “Ole Time Jamboree” was discussed.  Bill Daniels made a motion to purchase food for the appreciation dinner which was seconded by Fran Trendler.  The motion passed.  A dinner is planned for July 28th.

Mary Glover Park – Everett advised tree cutters are needed to start the project.  An agreement has been signed with the County and we are ready to start the project.  Ryan Whitaker with BLM will be contacted by Fran Trendler.  Deceased trees around the lodge were discussed.  It was mentioned we should ask Dennis with the Forest Service to come back and give us an evaluation, to remove the trees or leave them alone.

REDTT – Rick advised the meeting has been postponed to July 20th at 2:00pm in Alamogordo.

Bill Reader personally thanked the volunteer fire department for their help in locating a neighbor who was a student at the University of Texas and went for a walk.  He wasn’t back by 10:00pm and had gotten lost.  After the fire department located him, tracks from a mountain lion were in the students tracks.  

BF Adams discussed the calendar for the Community Bulletin Board.  There was discussion on placing business cards and perhaps buying a holder for the business cards.  A decision was not made on this.  
Round Table Committee – Fran Trendler advised the group decided to dissolve this committee into three committees under the Timberon Development Council.  The three committees are:  Tourism – Gwen Adams, Rick Merrick, Eva Tannehill and Sid Benson.  Economic Development – Roger O’Dell, Fran Trendler and Donna Millar.  Legislative Committee – Arden Schug, Glenda Gentry, Scott Millar, Bill Reader and Tom Tannehill.    Bill Reader advised the Legislative Committee will dovetail with the Economic Development Committee.  He advised Timberon is a Colonia and Governor Bill Richardson has made money available for Colonia’s in New Mexico.  This committee will also research grants.  Timberon needs to adopt a motto.  Business cards and name tags were discussed.  Rick Merrick advised the first task for the Tourism Committee is to complete the brochure for Timberon.  He mentioned we should invite someone from the Star Gazing project as a guest speaker.  There is an ordinance in southern New Mexico not to use lights that reflect light up because they cause light pollution.

New Business:  Arden Schug advised we need to capture the water that runs off the Timberon Lodge roof and put it on the lawn or put it back into the lakes.  Approximately 1600 gals of water could be saved.  He advised the Forest Service drained Sacramento Lake so the dam wouldn’t break and flood Timberon. 
Fran Trendler made a motion to adjourn and Bill Daniels seconded the motion which was approved.  
The next meeting will be held on August 12, 2006 at 10:00am in the Community Lodge.  These are open 
meetings and everyone is invited to attend.  The meeting adjourned at 11:40am.
