A motion was made by 
Gwen Adams and seconded by Scott Millar to accept the minutes, the motion passed.
Jackie Fioretti gave the Treasurer’s report.  A motion was made by B.F. Adams to accept the Treasurer’s
report as given, Gwen Adams seconded the motion and it was approved.

Bills submitted for the August meeting totaled $104.02 which included $86.02 reimbursement to Everett Putney for a tractor box blade & phone cards and an $18.00 reimbursement to Jackie Fioretti for filing warranty deeds at Otero County Clerks Office.  Bill Daniels made a motion to pay our bills.  The motion was seconded by Gwen Adams and it was approved.
Everett advised Gwen Adams has agreed to fill the position of Treasurer for the remainder of this year..  Scott Millar made a motion to accept Gwen Adams as Treasurer and add her to the bank authorization to sign checks.  Donna Millar seconded the motion and it was approved.  Jackie Fioretti will follow through with the bank in Cloudcroft.
Airport - The trees on the east side of the airstrip have been cut.  The south end is a problem as the southwest trees are harder to get out.  Some of these trees will be used to fill the erosion which has occurred from the recent rains.  Everett read a letter from Dr. Marty Moore, County Administrator which said next years funding will be devoted to projects concerning water.  The weather station is an allowable item for this year’s airport improvement budget.  Dr. Moore would like to meet with us to discuss other sources for funding airport improvements. There was discussion on the benefits of a weather station and it was mentioned perhaps Dell Telephone would provide a buried drop from the weather station to the Fire Department.  Higher options will be investigated. 

Brochure – Gwen Adams presented copies of the brochure which Sid Benson designed to promote Timberon.  It is very nice and Everett would like to thank Sid for his work on this project.  Sid gave TDC a compact disc in order to make copies of the brochure.  Gwen advised 5,000 brochures will cost approximately $938.00.  She will write a proposal to REDTT ( Rural Economic Development Through Tourism) to fund half of the cost and asked TDC to provide matching funds.  Jackie Fioretti made a motion for TDC to provide matching funds and/or pay whatever costs REDTT will not pay on the brochures.  Scott Millar seconded the motion and it passed.
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Mary Glover Park – Kevin Keune has completed thinning approximately 8.6 acres and Rick Merrick has completed approximately 4.1 acres.  To date, approximately $20,000 has been spent on the project and there will be about $10,000 to work on the area around the lodge.  The $50,000 BLM (Bureau of Land Management) grant to thin other Timberon parks requires a quarterly report which is now due.  This money is for communities who are located close to BLM land to thin the parks for fire mitigation.  Deer and Sacramento Parks are not included in the grant.  Bill Daniels expressed his concern using the BLM chipper on the other parks due to the Anti Donation Clause.  There was discussion on this and more to come.
Grant Applications – TDC will be very active in applying for grants for this community.  Otero County received approval this past Friday for public funding for private individuals due to the recent rain damage.  FEEMA funding has not assigned a project coordinator for this yet.  Individuals will need to file claims for this reimbursement.  There was discussion on the Timberon roads and it was advised the material is too wet to lay down at the present time.  It was mentioned perhaps the pooling of knowledge within the community could assist TWSD in resolving some of the road and water system problems.  Scott advised TWSD has an emergency committee to fix pipes and roads so people can get in and out of their property.  There is also a hearing in Las Cruces on Monday, September 11th to overturn the recent TWSD Election.  Those who have time are encouraged to attend.
Special Events – Lazlo Lazowska will attend our October meeting to give us a presentation on “ Reach For The Stars In Rural New Mexico”.  The “Golden Aspen Motorcycle Rally” will be held September 15th and Timberon is on their list of places to visit.  Tom Tannehill donated 500 pins to the Home Extension Club who will in turn sell the pins for a profit.  There was discussion on having a card or brochure to hand out with the pin.  BF said he would print some of Sid’s brochures if someone would pay for the color ink cartridge for his printer.  It was mentioned the restaurant will be open and will sell lunch.  Other booths are in the planning stage.
Lodge Exterior – Everett advised he has received a bid of $11,500 to sand blast the lodge exterior.  BF said the building would need to be water pressured first.  A volunteer day with people using hand sanders was discussed.  Sylvia Long said she would provide a name and telephone number for Richard Young’s nephew to get another bid.  His nephew has done work in Timberon.  More on this later.
There was discussion on having Jamboree Days on a different weekend from July 4th.  This would be a two day event to promote Timberon.  After discussion, Jackie Fioretti made a motion to designate the third weekend in July annually for Timberon Jamboree Days.  It was seconded by Michael Robinson which passed.

BF advised he produced and is selling a 2006 “Putting on the Lips” DVD for $10.00 each.  The proceeds will be donated to the Timberon School Boosters Club.

Fran Trendler made a motion to adjourn and B.F. Adams seconded the motion which was approved and the meeting adjourned at 11:30am.  The next meeting will be held on October 14, 2006 at 10:00am in the Community Lodge.  These are open meetings and everyone is invited to attend.
