GENERAL MANAGERS REPORT FOR APRIL 2005

The springs are producing about 250 gallons per minute. Since we last used the springs for drinking water, the Environment Department has lowered the allowable turbidity units from 5.0 to 0.3. We will have to modify the treatment plant to handle the additional filtration requirements. I have talked to Cloudcroft who has modified their plant and will be going over there to see what they have done next week. Until we determine what we will do, we are filling lakes on the golf course and behind the lodge.
We have purchased a mower to mow the aprons around the greens. It really works well. We are also in the process of installing switches in the satellite boxes to replace the satellite boards. The switches will turn on sections of sprinklers like the satellite boards did but will be more reliable. This will enable us to water the golf course fairways and tee boxes much faster than last year.
