MINUTES FOR THE MEETING OF SEPTEMBER 17, 2005

A regular meeting of the Timberon Water & Sanitation District Board of Directors was held on September

17, 2005 at 10:00 AM in the community center.  Board members present were Joan Schug, Tom Tannehill, Betty Phillips, Larry Hanson and Sid Benson.

Joan Schug reviewed the agenda and asked that the general manager’s report be done after the minutes and treasurer’s report.

Minutes of the July 27th , August 20th and 24th  of 2005 meetings were read and approved with one change to the August 20th meeting.

The Treasurer’s Report for August of 2005 was also approved.

Bill Gideon presented the General Manager’s Report.  He then added that large logs and trash are being dumped in the slash pit.  The large logs will keep smoldering for weeks and start the new slash on fire.  

Old Business:

A compliance Advice Notice 6 was signed by Joan Schug.  It has the meter install rate changed from $900 to $675.

Betty Phillips moved to accept the Infrastructure Capital Improvement Plan and Sid Benson seconded the motion.  Discussion followed about obtaining material for Timberon roads.  A vote was taken and Resolution 05/06-003 was approved unanimously.

New Business:

Betty Phillips presented the 03/04 Audit prepared by Dan Austin, CPA.  Sid Benson moved to accept the audit and Larry Hanson seconded the motion.  It was accepted unanimously.

Director Remarks:

Sid Benson reminded that if a procedural error is made during a meeting; a point of order should be addressed to the chairman at which time, they will be recognized to explain or correct the problem.  He also urged anyone with a friend, relative or acquaintance with a meth problem to get them help immediately because it is a life threatening situation.

Tom Tannehill wants to establish a Road Committee to study materials and manpower needed to improve Timberon roads.  It may mean that more taxes will be needed to pay for these repairs.

Betty Phillips thanked the community for coming to the road dedication the previous Saturday.  She thought it was quite impressive.  The County has been grading Timberon roads.

Joan Schug urged citizens to recognize and thank the County for maintaining our roads.
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
