GENERAL MANAGERS REPORT FOR AUGUST 2005
The auditors came and started our 2004/2005 audit already. There were four of them and they seem to be doing a thorough job. The 2003/2004 audit still has not been completed, and although we and the State Auditor have written Dan Austin letters we have not yet been able to obtain results.
The golf intern left on the 11th of August. He did a good job and was a great help to us on the course. If anyone hasn’t seen it, the course is in great shape. The recent rains have really turned the course green and the fairways are filling in nicely. Thanks to Bob Troublefield and Lisa Cline who have really worked hard watering and manicuring the course, it is the best it has been in years.
A big thanks to Everett Putney for making the signs for the tee boxes. They are a great addition and make the course look professional.

The Thorp Golf Tournament was a success. Everyone had a good time and appreciated the condition of the course. There were 23 teams entered and we made $1584.
Safety ladders have been installed on the water tanks to comply with safety and security standards.
We are on the list to get the base course left over from the road project. It will cost us $10 a ton and we have asked for 500 tons. The federal Highway department owes us $5000 and we will use that money to pay for it. We will not find out if we can get it until after the paving is through. Del-hur had to remove some of the asphalt they laid. We asked for it and they gave it to us. It may or may not be usable. If it is, we will use it to repair the parking lot and Sacramento road. 
In 2004, we installed 30 water meters. So far in 2005 we have installed 23. That brings us to a total of 660 meters installed. Of these 526 are active. It appears that Timberon is growing.
